Do You Know: About the Safety and Quality of Life Issues


City of Fort Worth code requires only a 600 foot offset from homes. It should be a 3,000 feet.


Experts say spacing should be at least 1,300 feet (.246 mile) to minimize the risk of possible explosions.*


The 2005 Conference of U.S. Mayors identified that LNG tanks could have a 1 mile blast radius.


Gas leaks in a fault far below ground permits the gas to rise to the surface, risking respiratory illness or death from breathing the fumes of un-ignited natural gas.


Texas Railroad Commission, as of October 2006 listed 5,205 gas wells and 2,612 permitted locations in the (Barnett Shale) production area.* Gas well numbers continue to rise.





DO You Know: About the Drilling Process


Drill pads range from 1 to 5 acres cleared of ALL vegetation, flora and fauna.


Drill rigs are up to 140 feet high; require 1,500 HP diesel engines, emitting smog producing chemicals. Running 24-hours per day. *


Noise levels exceed “Loud to Very Noisy” sound standards.


Drilling process can range from 35 to 90 days.


Gas Well rejuvenation requires repeating the drilling process in years to come. 


Drillers may have the right to MOVE the well as needed.





Do You Know: About the Water Use 


Each well can use up to 4.5 million gallons of water or more and 100 water-haulers with large trucks creating noise and possible safety issues.


An on-site Water well may be drilled, possibly depleting or contaminating local wells.


After fracing, flow-back water is black and full of pollutants, trucked away or recycled on site.*

Do You Know: About the Environmental Impacts & Risks


Because true Urban drilling, that which is CLOSEST to our homes, schools and churches is so new due to the Barnett Shale ‘explosion’ of drilling activity, the environmental risks and “safety records” may be inconclusive at best. 





Issues from the National Center for Manufacturing Sciences, “Environmental Road mapping Initiative”:





Disposition of solid wastes


Contaminants in produced water


Drilling mud reserve pit issues


Air emissions – flaring of gas, VOC’s


Subsurface migration of contaminants between aquifers


Soil contamination can occur up to 55 miles away. 


Ground water contamination can occur up to 20 miles away.


Local wildlife can be affected by each well-up to 80 miles away.





About Impact on Landowners


Property taxes may rise due to mineral rights value


Property values may fall.


Increased accident rate may cause homeowners insurance to rise.
